This purpose of this notice is to remind SBA field office staff and PCLP center staff of the 504 Loan program codes that are required by SBA’s systems to identify 504 loans whose economic development purpose meets a community development or public policy goal.  All of these codes have been identified in previous notices; however, some of these notices are no longer available on SBA’s website.

Background:

Projects that are financed under the SBA Certified Development Company (CDC) 504 Loan program are required to fulfill an economic development goal.  The goal usually is the creation of jobs.  However, Congress has authorized over the years other economic development goals that a project may meet instead.  
The SBA Form 1244, Application for a 504 Loan, identifies whether the project meets one of these alternative goals in Part B, Section VI.  SBA created codes to be placed on each 504 loan’s records in SBA’s databases when the loan met one of these alternative economic development goals.  

These codes are entered in either the LSA010 screen of the Loan Application Tracking System or the LABP01 screen for PCLP loans.  The codes are the following:
B1 – Community or Area Development.  

Public Policy Goals:

C1 – Business district revitalization
C2 – Minority-owned business
C3 – Enhanced economic competition

C4 – Expansion of exports
C5 – Business restructuring from Federally mandated policies affecting the environment, employee safety or health
C6 – Changes necessitated by Federal budget cutbacks
C7 -  Rural development

C8 – Veteran-owned business
C9 – Woman-owned business
