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On June 28, 2001, SBA accepted applications from non-profit organizations seeking grant funding under the PRIME Act (Program for Investment in Microenterprise Act).  The PRIME Act has three sub-programs under which applications were accepted.  

· Under PRIME-1, organizations will receive funding to provide technical assistance to disadvantaged microentrepreneurs.  

· Under PRIME-2, organizations will receive funding to provide capacity building services to organizations that assist disadvantaged microentrepreneurs.

· Under PRIME-3, organizations will receive funding for research and development projects that will assist in the advancement of the provision of microbusiness services to disadvantaged microentrepreneurs.

Each application for PRIME funding was read by at least three review panelists.  The review team included SBA District Office and Headquarters personnel with expertise in microenterprise development, small and disadvantaged businesses, provision of technical assistance, and issues regarding specified populations.

Eighty-six grant proposals were selected to receive funding in amounts ranging up to $250,000.  

· Under PRIME-1, 69 organizations were selected to receive  a total of $12.4 million for the provision of technical assistance to disadvantaged entrepreneurs.  

· Under PRIME-2, 15 organizations were selected to receive a total of $2.3 million for the  provision of capacity building services.  

· Under PRIME-3, 2 organizations were selected to receive approximately $300,000 for research and development.  

A list of the selected organizations follows.  All applicants will receive notification of their status regardless of whether or not they were selected to receive funding.
