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The Small Business Administration (SBA) annually reviews, updates and refines the National Authorizations (Authorizations and corresponding Wizards contain national standard language and provide SBA personnel and Lenders with an automated tool to use when preparing required Authorizations for SBA loans) based on changes in laws, regulations, policy and procedures, and input received from SBA employees and lending partners since the last update.  This procedural notice announces that it has modified the four National Authorization Boilerplates and their corresponding Wizards.  The list of changes pertaining to each Boilerplate is available in the ‘What’s New’ section of the National Authorization Boilerplate.  The Boilerplate and the list of new features in the Wizard are available from ‘Wizard Help’ on the MS-Word tool bar. 
The updated National Authorization Boilerplates and corresponding Wizards are Version 4.3 of the National 7(a) Authorization, Version 1.5 of the National CAPLines Authorization, Version 1.4 of the National EWCP Authorization, and Version 4.2 of the National 504 Authorization.  
Beginning May 5, 2003, SBA field offices must begin using these revised authorizations for all loans they prepare.  Beginning June 5, 2003, PLP lenders must begin using these revised authorizations for all loans they prepare.  Beginning June 5, 2003, all PCLP CDCs and any CDC producing draft authorizations must begin using Version 4.2 of the National 504 Authorization.
